The papper screens catch the light and shadows, render-

ing flat the structure of the greenhouse. They expose a 

constant state of change.

They glow.

The eye can glimps, through gaps and openings, the vari-

ous spaces in the network of paths. They work as frames, 

composing pictures, hinting possible points of view.
